A Quick Survey

The Bible: Portrays Jesus Christ as the Savior of the World, its central
theme is salvation through Jesus Christ, the Messiah.

All About Jesus Christ

Genesis: Jesus is the Creator God (Ge.1, Jn.1)... The Seed of the Woman
(Ge.3:15).

Exodus: Jesus in Exodus is our Liberating Paschal Lamb... the Passover
of Exodus.12 is the central event of the Old Testament, as the Cross is in
New.

Leviticus: Jesus is our Sacrifice for Sin... the Anointed High Priest... our
Feast.

Numbers: Jesus is our " Lifted-up One" as the bronze serpent (Num.21:9,
Jn.3:14))... the Star of Jacob (Num.24:17)... The Cloud and the Fire Columns
(Num.9).

Deuteronomy: Jesus is our True Prophet, like Moses... the Rock
(Deut.32:4)

Joshua: Jesus is the Captain of our Salvation... our Success in Life
(Jos.1).

Judges: Jesus is our punisher when we sin, and our liberator when we
repent... our Judge.

Ruth: Jesus is our Kinsman-Redeemer, our most dear relative.

1 Samuel: Jesus is our Prophet, our King, the Liberator of our Goliath.

2 Samuel: Jesus is our King, the Seed of David (2Sam.7).

1 Kings: Jesus is our King, our Temple... we are the temples of God.

2 Kings: Jesus is our King, with the Church too human.

1 Chronicles: Jesus is our Shepherd, our Ark, the God of our Salvation.

2 Chronicles: Jesus is our Temple, with the Church too divine and too
human.



Ezra or Esdras: Jesus is the Restorer of our inner Temple.

Nehemiah: Jesus is the Re-builder of our Defense Walls.

Tobit or Tobias: Jesus is our friend, a constant companion in life, our
savior, our healer, our deliverer from the devil.

Judith: Jesus is our Savior and hope against the Antichrist... using a
humble woman in our lives.

Esther: Jesus is the judging King of Mat.25, who rewards with
greatness the good persons and punishes with power the bad ones... and
Virgin Mary is our Queen who intercedes for our needs as in the Cana
wedding of John 2.

1 Maccabees: Jesus is our Leader and Savior against the Antichrist.

2 Maccabees: Jesus is our resurrection and life... and presents the
Church in its three stages, militant, triumphant, and purifying. Jesus is our
Ark of the Covenant, who made the world "out of nothing", the only Book in
the Bible that mentions it (2Mac.7:28)

Job: Jesus is our Redeemer, by name (9:25), our Purifier, the
Omnipotent, word mentioned dozens of times.

Psalms: Jesus is the Most Holy One... our All in All.

Proverbs of Solomon: Jesus is my Wisdom and my Knowledge.

Ecclesiastes of Solomon: The Sun, Jesus, is all... everything else is
Vanity of Vanities.

The Song of Songs of Solomon: Jesus is our Lover our Bridegroom...
when we accept Him, the Vanity of Vanities becomes the Song of Songs in
our lives.

Wisdom of Solomon: How to Obtain the Sun, Jesus... and who is
Wisdom, Jesus.

Ecclesiasticus of Ben Sirach: Jesus our Wisdom, like Proverbs, with 51
chapters.

Isaiah: Jesus the Messiah, our Savior, born from a Virgin... the Suffering
Servant paying for our Sins.

Jeremiah: Jesus our Righteous Branch, our New Covenant... the
Weeping Jesus.

Lamentations of Jeremiah: Jesus Weeps for every one of our sins, for
every Soul lost... he is our Compassion.

Ezekiel: The Church of Jesus, the Son of Man, our Shepherd, the total
Restoration in the Valley of Bones.

Daniel: Jesus the Smiting Stone, to crush our Antichrist... the lost of
Jesus in the Eucharist is the Abomination of Desolation, the beginning of
the fury of the Antichrist.

Baruch: Jesus our Eternal God, who cares for His Church. (the only Book
mentioning this title, and 7 times).

Hosea: The Most Merciful Heart of Jesus... the book of Mercy of the OT.
Joel: Jesus our Restorer, the Giver of the Spirit, in the Apocalypse of the
OT.



Amos: Jesus is the champion of Social Justice and God's Justice, the
Heavenly Husbandman.

Obadiah: Jesus is our Savior of our envious relatives, the destroyer of
the proud.

Jonah: Jesus is the One who Resurrected at the third day... He is our
Resurrection and Life, the God of the second chance.

Micah: Jesus is the Messiah born in Bethlehem to establish a universal
and eternal kingdom of peace and joy and love

Nahum: Jesus is the wrath of God against Sin... our stronghold in the
day of Trouble.

Habakkuk: Jesus is our Prayer, the God of our Salvation in our doubts,
the Great Evangelist.

Zephaniah: Jesus is the Lord of the Day of Wrath and of the Day the
glorious of Restoration.

Haggai: Jesus is the Desire of All Nations, the re-builder of our inner
Temple.

Zechariah: Jesus is our Righteousness, the Messiah, a triumphant king
humbly riding a donkey (9:9), pierced (12:10), sold by 30 pieces of silver
(11:12)... but a King whose final victory shall be total and complete,
universal and eternal.

Malachi: Jesus is the Sun of Righteousness, with corrupt priests and
laymen robbing God with low tithes, but prophecies the universal pure
offering: The Eucharist.

Matthew: Jesus is the Messiah, the saving King, so long waited by the
Jews... the Gospel of the Kingdom of Jesus, of His Church on Earth... and
in Heaven.

Mark: Jesus is the Servant, the Wonder-Worker... addressed to the
Romans.

Luke: Jesus is the Son of Man... the Son of Virgin Mary... addressed to
the Greeks.

John: Jesus is the eternal God... we have to abide in Him and He in us...
addressed to the universal church .

Acts of the Apostles: Jesus is the Ascended Lord, the Living God, the
giver of the Holy Spirit to act through His Church.

Romans: Jesus is the Justifier, our Righteousness... in a Cathedral of
Faith and Hope and Love, and the University of the Jews.

1 Corinthians: The Cross of Christ, Jesus is the Lord our Resurrection,
the Eucharist of Jesus, the gifts of the Spirit, The Mystical Body of Christ.

2 Corinthians: The Cross of the Christian, Jesus is our Sufficiency, the
God of all comfort.

Galatians: Jesus is the Redeemer from the Law, Our Liberty... the fruits
of the Flesh and of the Spirit.

Ephesians: The Body of Christ, the Church, Jesus is our All in All.




Philippians: Jesus is our Joy, the Supplier of every Need... the glorious
Name of Jesus.

Colossians: Jesus the Head of His Body, of the Church... our Life... our
Allin All.

1 Thessalonians: The Second Coming of Jesus Christ.

2 Thessalonians: Jesus in the Eucharist is the one holding back the
Antichrist, the Man of Lawlessness, the Man of Sin, the Wicked One, the
general apostasy of the Church, the Returning Lord.

1 Timothy: Jesus is the Savior of Sinners, the Mediator between God and
man... the organization of the Church of Christ on earth... Jesus is the King
of Kings and the Lord of Lords (1Tim.6:15).

2 Timothy: Jesus our Example in the Battle of Faith... the Victory and
Crown of Christ waiting for us.

Titus: Jesus our great God and Savior, our pattern, the organization of
His Church.

Philemon: Jesus our Lord and Master, the Payer of the Debt, we are
brothers in Christ.

Hebrews: Jesus our Intercessor at the Throne, the Blood that washes
away our Sins, the Apostasy: With every Sin, we crucify Jesus again (6:6).

James: Jesus our Pattern in Faith and Works, our great Physician.

1 Peter: Jesus the precious Cornerstone of our Faith... each Christian a
stone of His Church.

2 Peter: Jesus is our Strength on the Day of the Lord, when heavens and
earth shall melt with fervent heat.

1 John: Jesus is Love, our Live, our hope against the Antichrist... the
University of Sin.

2 John: Jesus is our Truth, our Love... to the Antichrist, do not even give
him a greeting!.

3 John: Jesus is our Way... our Prosperity, our Good Health.

Jude: Jesus is our Keeper, our Preserver, the Lord Who Came Down with
10,000 Saints (14) to keep us against the False Teachers.

Revelation... Apocalypse: Jesus is the King of Kings and the Lord of
Lords, our Triumphant King with a total and eternal victory with his Church,
for his Church, in his Church and to his Church... with the total and eternal
defeat of Satan and his followers.
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
